Kitchen Construction: Typical Timelines
The amount of time it takes to put in a new kitchen varies greatly based on the amount of work that needs to be done. If walls need to be knocked down, or additions need to be built, your contractor will be the person in control of your schedule.

We can, however, tell you what to expect when it comes to ordering and installing your cabinetry. The following is a typical timeline for replacing your cabinets.

1 to 4 weeks, kitchen planning and design
This is the period of time it takes to get proper measurements, create a plan, choose materials and finalize budget for your kitchen. 

4 weeks –cabinetry completion
From the day you approve designs with Norm Tessier Cabinets, it generally takes four weeks for us to complete your kitchen to your specifications. In most cases, it will be delivered to you within four weeks. Because we have such tremendous capacity at our factory, you will never have to wait in line behind other orders. Special wood types or other factors can extend this time, but is typically no longer than six weeks from design approval.
1-4 weeks installation
This amount of time can vary widely depending on the other things that are going on in your kitchen space during your renovation. However, if your kitchen is ready to receive the cabinets, we can schedule you for installation and have the project completed within 4 weeks. During this time, many other trades may be in and out of the space that the cabinet installation may have to wait for.
What if something goes wrong?
If you are unhappy with your cabinets due to a manufacturing defect, misapplied order, or damage, we are a phone call away. We make every effort to eliminate mistakes, problems and any damages on our own end but in the event that something is delivered wrong, just bring the issue to us. Usually we can turn around and complete the error before the end of your installation if possible. If another trade damages the work during installation, we must have a purchase order completed and paid for by the damaging party. This type of damage is not covered by our warranty.
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
